Minutes
October 14, 2008
The meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm by Chairman Ron Adler. The Agenda was posted October 9 and published October 9.  Present were Chairman Ron Adler Supervisors Fred Wolf, Dan Behringer, Melody Moore,) Jan Hake (treasurer) and Maria Van Cleve (Clerk). Absent: Dawn Zanto 
Others present: Sue Beil, Lisa Lutz, Sharol Parish
Motion to approve September 16, 2008 meeting minutes by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve September, 2008 financial report by Wolf, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.

Public Input- Lunch Bucket is going to reopen in Black Earth.

Discussion/possible action on possible donations to the Optimist club and Wildwest days during 2009 presented by Sue Beil. Money that is raised is used to give out quarterly awards to middle school kids.  They send kids to leadership conferences and sponsor essay contests for high school students.  The money Wild West days raises goes back to service organizations in the community.  ($1000 is a sponsor). But $100 would be a nice donation too. Sue also noted that the Chamber of Commerce is starting up again and would like new members. They are boosters of the town.  Fred noted that with people short of cash, maybe the town should ante up a little more for these community activities.
Informational Update on Northwest Dane Senior Services-Possible action on 2009 donation to Northwest Dane. The 2009 population estimate for the Town is 1231.  Sherry Parish and Lisa Lutz (VP of Northwest Dane Board) came to present information on this.  Some statistics on Northwest Dane in 2007: 19.5 hours of chores done for seniors.  17 people went on trips sponsored by Northwest Dane.  Case management has been done for 13 people with a total of 89 contacts.  The case manager is dealing with 60 people (the highest total ever). There is a Friday morning respite meeting for caregivers.There is also a big volunteer effort at Northwest Dane. It was recommended that the clerk add something about Northwest Dane in the town flier that goes out with the tax statement. The board would like to discuss a possible donation to Northwest Dane at the budget meetings.  Northwest Dane is asking for our support at a higher level than last year ($2/person)
Discussion/possible action on possible donation to the Sauk Prairie Rec Department during 2009.  This will also be considered at the budget meeting. They would like us to commit to $150 for three years. (2009-10-11). Motion to become a financial partner in the Sauk Prairie Department for a cost not to exceed $150/year for the next 3 years by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Discussion/possible action on providing a dumpster for construction materials at the Transfer Site.   It costs $31/ton to dispose of construction materials at Bruce Company and there is no way to charge for it in a fair manner. Motion to table getting a new dumpster indefinitely by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0. 
Discussion/possible action on becoming a partner in Fly Dane. Costs and benefits to the town were discussed. Behringer moved to NOT become a partner in Fly Dane, second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0.
Discussion/possible action on payment for collection of 2008 property taxes.  The Dane County Treasurer will no longer collect property taxes for the Town of Mazomanie (at a cost of around $750). The treasurer will now have to collect the taxes for the Town. This was the reason the treasurer’s salary was lowered from 6500 to 3500 when Jan became treasurer. Motion to contact the Wisconsin Towns Lawyer find some way to pay the Treasurer $3000 for the collection of 2008 taxes in December and January by Moore, second by Wolf. Approved 4-0.  
Discussion/possible action on response to the Village’s pursuit of the Hudson Road sewer line thru the DNR.  The Board and Land Plan Commission are invited to attend a meeting on Oct 16 at the Town of Black Earth Hall (1116 Mills Street) at 6:30pm.  This will be a joint planning meeting with the Villages and Towns of Black Earth and Mazomanie.  Wolf, Adler and Moore volunteered to go represent the Town. 
Motion to approve disbursements for October by Wolf, second by Moore. Approved 4-0
Board Input- Fred brought pictures of the boat landing and showing how the people park all over the road and all over the grass.  Fred says there’s a movement afloat to combine the two fire departments.  The fire engine is going to come in 2010.  It is going to cost $100,000 and Fred suggests a sinking fund set aside in the budget for the fire truck.
The next meeting of the board is November 11, 2008.
The meeting was adjourned at 10pm.
