The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:00 pm. Notice was posted March 7, 2008.

Motion to approve February 12, 2008 meeting minutes by Wolf, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0

Motion to approve February, 2008 financial reports, by Moore, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0.

Sheriffs report- None
Motion to approve the site plan for a 32 X 42’ outbuilding for Brandon Finley at 9556 County Hwy Y by Behringer, second by Zanto.  Approved: 5-0.
Motion to approve a jurisdictional transfer agreement of the section of Hwy 78 which will be decommissioned as a state highway due to a reconfiguration of the road during a construction project in 2009 by Wolf, second by Moore. Approved: 4-1-0 (Wolf opposed).
Motion to approve an Ordinance naming the part of Hwy 78 transferred to the Town of Mazomanie from the State Department of Transportation during a Hwy 78 reconfiguration project in 2009 to “OLD HIGHWAY 78” by Moore, second by Wolf.  Approved: 5-0.
Motion to approve payment of transportation supplement in the amount of $5027.66 to the Village of Mazomanie by Moore, second by Behringer. This is money that was deducted from the Village of Mazomanie’s shared revenue money from the State of Wisconsin for district One EMS over a period of 5 years.  The money should have been appropriated from all District One members but was not.  This payment will cover the Town’s portion of monies paid out over the 5 year period but not collected from other District One members during that time.  Approved: 5-0.
Discussion/ possible action on 2008 citizen of the year award. Motion to honor Frank Racek as the 2007 Citizen of the year by Moore, second by Zanto. APPROVED: 5-0.  Racek will be honored at the annual meeting on April 15, 2008.
The scope and extent of dredging the north ditch on Carter road between Hwy F and the creek was discussed.  The object of the project is to return the ditch to its original state.  The clerk will contact Jason Tuggle to find out about the permitting process.
Board members will check the roads and discuss maintenance/repair issues on a spring road tour AT 5:30 ON March 18, 2008.  The clerk will post this tour and letting bids for road work will be discussed at the April Board meeting.

Participation in the Dane County all hazards radio distribution program was discussed.  No action was taken. 
Motion to approve the disbursements by Zanto, second by Moore. Approved: 5-0
Board Input- Wolf and Adler attended training on March 7, 2008 at the District One Regional Meeting and are certified as Board of Review for the period 2008-2010.  Maybe we should start getting some bids on a new truck.  Maria should tell Frank to do this.  Stan and Karen Beuthin are donating 10 tables to the town. Moore said that her zoning revision committee is currently working on 6 issues and has issued an interim report on their recommendations. She will e-mail the document to the clerk who will forward it to committee members.
The next board meeting is April 8, 2008—The Annual Meeting was rescheduled for April 15, 2008 due to conflicts with the April 1st election and the April 8th Board meeting.  The clerk will have the annual financial report ready for public review by April 1.
