Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 
Minutes
March 10, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:02 pm by Chairman Ron Adler. The Agenda was posted and published on March 4, 2009. Present from the board were Chairman Ron Adler, Supervisors, Dan Behringer, Fred Wolf, Melody Moore and Maria Van Cleve (clerk) and Jan Hake, treasurer. 

Also present were Sue Beil, Rick Wipperfurth, Ron Patterson, Frank Racek, Ron Boylan
Motion to approve the February 10, 2009 meeting minutes by Behringer, second by Wolf. Approved 4-0. Wolf commented that if the Village of Mazomanie were to take over the Black Earth Creek Bridge on Hudson Road, the Village would want it in sound condition.  Action on the bridge will be taken up at the April meeting of the Board.

Motion to approve the February 2009 Financial Statement by Moore, second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0.

Public Input- None
Sheriffs report- None

Discussion/possible action on construction of a pole barn for Sue Beil, 10363 Hudson Road.  Adler questioned what the Beil’s easement from the railroad tracks was and Beil stated that the easement is 25 feet from the center line of the tracks.  Motion to approve the site plan for construction of a pole barn by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Moore recused herself because Beil will be moving her barn.  The motion was approved 3-0.
Rick Wipperfurth summarized the Land Plan Commission meeting’s informational sessions (in regards to Kevin Isenring and Fred and Virginia Beuthin) for the board. 
Discussion /possible action on new contract with EMS District One.  There were several changes in the contract.  The first was that the statue number for an entity such as the EMS has changed from 66.30 to 66.03.01 (due to change in the Wisconsin Statue numbering).  Another paragraph that is new concerns the EMT’s and how any money they raise at pancake breakfasts or other fundraising events must be accounted for annually.  Another change (due to a question raised by the Town of Vermont) was regarding noticing of closed sessions.  Another contract between the EMT organization and the District is in the offing.  Motion to approve the amended EMS District One Contract by Wolf, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.  The town chair and clerk need to get the document signed and notarized.
Discussion/ possible action on 2008 citizen of the year award.  Melody Moore nominated Annie Heathcote.  Motion to nominate by Behringer, second by Moore. Approved 4-0.
Discussion/possible action on spring road tour/town hall inspection— Ron noted that the Herling Crack Filling will come at 10 am on Thursday to inspect the roads with regard  to crack filling.  The board has discussed the condition of Mint Road which probably needs rebuilding. The Road tour will be April 2, Thursday at 2pm.  Ron will drive the van.

Approval of Disbursements- Motion to approve the disbursements for March by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0. 
Board Input- Wolf noted that the fire district is running well but that some are questioning the need for a new fire truck at this time.  He would like the board to consider the town’s position regarding the acquisition at budget time. 
Confirm next board meeting April 14, 2009—Annual Meeting is at 7pm April 21, 2009.
