Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 
Minutes
JANUARY 13, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:08 pm by Chairman Ron Adler. The Agenda was posted January 9 and published January 8, 2009. Present were Chairman Ron Adler, Supervisors, Dan Behringer, Melody Moore, Fred Wolf, Jan Hake (treasurer) and Maria Van Cleve (clerk)
Others present:  Ron Patterson and Rick Wipperfurth

Motion to approve Dec 9, 2008 meeting minutes by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.

Motion to approve December, 2008 financial report by Moore, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.

Discussion/possible action on Dane county ordinance amendment #33 clarifying the definition of building height. This was a simple clean-up amendment and there was little discussion.  Motion to approve by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Discussion/information with new owners of Rio Valley Estates. The sudden death of park owner, Buck Youngs, without a will, has left the park in a somewhat uncertain state.  Buck’s son, Troy Youngs, who lives in Poynette was unavailable for this meeting.  The annual permit requirement for the park was waived until the February board meeting when, hopefully Troy will be able to attend the meeting.  The clerk will contact him and invite him to that meeting.  
Discussion/possible action on negotiating with the county for payment for services for their property on Amenda Road.  1000 acres in the Town of Mazomanie, formerly owned by 7A Farms, has been bought by the county.  Plans for the property are still fluid. According to state statues the county is prohibited from paying property taxes on this land.  The clerk was contacted by Laura Gyer of Dane County Land Conservation who suggested that the county would be willing to negotiate an annual payment to the town for services rendered.  After consideration of the cost of maintaining Amenda and Beckman Roads (considering that the property has almost a mile of road frontage) and the cost of snow removal, mowing, brush cutting and fire protection, Behringer moved to have the clerk write a letter suggesting an amount of $5200 (to be renegotiated bi-annually) for these services. The motion was seconded by Moore and approved 4-0.
Public Input-Neil Schlough, a Town resident who lives on Mathewson Road, spoke in regards to the county purchase of the 7A Farms land.  Schlough is a farmer and is concerned about taking so much land out of production.  There was considerable discussion regarding the purchase price of the land (approximately $3900/acre) which many felt was too high. The town is in possession of an appraisal of the property which is available for public scrutiny.
Board Input- 
Adler asked that the clerk put the new EMS contract on the agenda in February. 
Wolf produced a letter from the Federal Emergency Management Agency granting the Black Earth Joint Fire Department monies to procure new radios that will link them directly to other emergency providers. Wolf also urged Board members to read the Wisconsin Towns Association magazine noting that there was lots of good and timely information in it.  
Van Cleve begged the board to reconsider the date of the holiday party and it was agreed that the new date would be February 18. 
Behringer noted that the Wisconsin Heights Football team would be interested in sponsoring a brat fry at the Town Boat Landing in June.  This item will be put on the agenda in February.
Motion to approve disbursements for February, as listed by the clerk, by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.

The next board meeting is February 10, 2009- 7pm.  The Town Caucus is January 27- 7pm.  The new holiday party date is February 18 at 6pm at Green Acres.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:30pm.
