Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 
Minutes
FEBRUARY 10, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:02 pm by Chairman Ron Adler. The Agenda was posted January 30 (reposted February 4) and published February 5, 2009. Present were Chairman Ron Adler, Supervisors, Dan Behringer, Fred Wolf and Maria Van Cleve (clerk).
Also present were Janice Faga, Troy and Travis Young.
Motion to approve the January 13, 2009 meeting minutes by Behringer, second by Wolf.  It was noted that while the board approved a letter to the county asking for $5200 for reimbursement for services for the 7A farms property, the actual letter asked for $4335 based on recalculations of how much roadway (both sides of the road) was actually owned by the county.  The minutes were approved 3-0.
Motion to approve the January 2009 financial report by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0.
Motion to approve the 2008 Annual Financial Report by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 3-0.  (Income for the 2008 tax year) was $1,555,656.87.  Expenses were $1,610,307.67. The town continued to make payments on a loan for a new EMS Building (completed in ’08) and purchased a new plow truck in the final quarter of the year. The town retired $51,286 in long term debt and will make the final payment ($12,788) on the Town Hall in February 2009.  Cash on hand on 12/31/2008 was $200,366.30 (not including tax collections).
Public Input- None
Troy (Poynette) and Travis (Bellville) Young introduced themselves to the board. They (and their sister Amanda) are now co-owners of Rio Valley Estates on County Hwy Y, due to the untimely death of their father, Gerald Young.  Gerald (Buck) left no will and the Young heirs expect the estate to be in probate until July. Chris Switchenburg is still going to be the manager of the trailer park.  The new owners have no plans for any changes at the park and Troy noted that he would like to be called if the board hears of any problems at the Park. Motion to approve the mobile home park license for 2009 for Rio Valley Estates by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 3-0.  
Janice Faga presented a preliminary Plat Map for North View Estates on Carter Road.  This map outlines and delineates the lots that have been formed in the past two years.  No new lots are being proposed.  This map just defines all the boundaries and zoning that has been previously approved.  North View Estates, according to this plat, includes 7 lots. Lot 1 is 33 acres, zoned A-2 and deed restricted against development. Lot 2 is 9.5 acres, zoned C0-1 and deed restricted against development. Lot 3 is 9 acres and is the site of the original farm house. Lot 4 is part of a building site located in the Town of Black Earth. The part that’s in Mazo is deed restricted against development—Lot 5 is 4 acres and zoned RH-2.  Lot 6 is 7 acres and zoned RH-2.  Lot 7 is 6 acres and zoned RH-2.  Motion to approve the preliminary Plat for Northview Estates by Wolf, second Behringer.  Approved 4-0.

Discussion/possible action on changes to rezone #9999 for the Wolf Family Estate Property on East Hudson Road.  Fred Wolf recused himself from this discussion in order to present the rezone request for his family.  Adler noted that since the board has only 4 members, the remaining two (Adler and Behringer) constitute a quorum for a 4 member board.  Fred Wolf presented a new plan for rezone 9999.  Instead of three lots, there will now only be two.  Lot 2 (3 acres and Eva Wolf’s house) will be RH1 and stay in the town.  Lot 1 will be rezoned C0-1 and eventually will be annexed to the Village for a park. Motion by to approve a revision to rezone 9999 so that 3 acres (and Eva Wolf’s house) will be RH1 and stay in the town by Adler, second by Behringer.  Approved 2-0.  

Discussion/possible action on new contract between Dane County District One EMS and the entities to which it provides service. No contract was forthcoming.  We will table this until next month.
Discussion/possible action on Wisconsin Heights Football team sponsoring a brat fry at the Town Boat Landing in June.  Motion to allow the Wisconsin Heights Football Team to sponsor a brat fry at the boat landing in June (unless there are adverse insurance requirements) by Wolf, second by Adler.  Approved 2-0. Van Cleve will check into the insurance coverage at the landing.
Discussion/possible action on support (non-monetary) for a grant by Dane County Conservation to study lakes in the Wildlife Refuge.  Motion to approve support by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 3-0. 
Discussion/possible action on maintenance and cleaning the town hall- Motion to spend up to $10.50/hour --$300 annually for cleaning the town hall.  Any major cleaning projects should that would go over this budget should be brought to the board by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0.  The Board will do a building inspection at the time of the road tour to look at possible needs for building maintenance. 
Discussion/possible action on refunding $90 for the transfer site to Connie Mudore.  Motion to approve by Wolf, second by Behringer Approved 3-0.
Board Input- report on bridge inspections—all are in good shape except for the one on Hudson at the Village border.  The board will consider repairs to the bridge on road tour.  
Wolf noted that there will be a meeting of the Wolf Run Association on Feb 26 to discuss paths and walkways in and around the Village and Town.
Dane County Towns Association meeting for chairman is on Feb 28.
Remember TRIP funds for Mint Road.
Motion to approve disbursements including tax checks to the schools, state and county by Behringer, second by Wolf, Approved 3-0. 
Next board meeting date March 10, 2009- 7pm.
