Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting Minutes
April 14, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:02 pm by newly elected chairman, Fred Wolf . The Agenda was posted on April 8 and published on April 9, 2009. Present from the board were Chairman Fred Wolf, Supervisors, Dan Behringer, Melody Moore and Ron Boylan (elected on 4/7/2009) and Jan Hake, treasurer. Clerk Maria Van Cleve was on vacation.

Motion to approve the March 10, 2009 meeting minutes by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0
Motion to approve the March 2009 Financial Statement by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0

Public Input-  Andy Olson noted that a group of 8-12 year old boys from the Curtiss Street Bible Fellowship were looking for some service work.  There was some discussion of them working down at the transfer site doing clean up.
Sheriff’s report-The sheriff did not attend.
Discussion /possible action on donation to the Mazomanie Barracuda Swim Team.  -Melinda Heathcote represented the Mazomanie Swim Team. Motion by Moore to donate $900 to the team, second by Boylan.  Approved 4-0.
Discussion/possible action on donation for Optimists and Wild West Days.  Sue Beil represented both these groups.  Motion to donate $250 to each group by Moore, second by Boylan.  Approved 4-0.
Discussion/possible action on donation to Mazomanie Youth Softball.  Todd Ruhland made this request for monies that will be used mainly for field upkeep.  Motion to donate $900 to Mazomanie Youth Softball by Behringer, second by Boylan.  Approved 4-0.
Discussion/ possible action on Site plan approval for an attached garage structure for Mark Danforth,10317 County Road Y.  Board members expressed some concern about the visual appearance of the property. Motion to approve the site plan for additional living space, garage and a green house by Behringer, second by Boylan.  Approved 4-0.
Site plan approval for construction of a garage/outbuilding for Melody Moore and Dean Faber, 6125 Mathewson Road.  Moore recused herself from this discussion. Motion to approve the site plan by Boylan, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0.
Dane County Zoning Petition #10047 rezoning parcel # 034-0806-033-9030-9 into two parcels zoned RH-1 and A-4 for Fred and Virginia Beuthin, 10129 Mathewson Road.  Motion to approve the rezone petition #10047 by Boylan, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Site plan approval for construction of a new home for Bill and Cindy Beuthin on Lot 2 created by the rezone of Fred and Virginia Beuthin.  Motion to approve the construction of a new home on Lot 2 of CSM 3924 by Boylan, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.

Rezone approval for Rob and Carrie Richard, rezoning their property from A2 to RH-1 including the addition of .17 acres purchased from the adjoining property owned by Gy and Angela Miley. Motion to approve rezone petition #10055 by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.

Appointment of representatives to the EMS and fire district boards.  Behringer offered to serve as the Town’s representative to the District One EMS board.  Motion by Moore, second by Boylan to approve this appointment.  Approved 4-0.  Behringer moved, Boylan seconded Wolf to continue to serve as the Town’s representative to the Joint Fire District Board. The motion was approved 4-0.

Appointment of members of the Land Plan Commission.  Moore moved that the current members of the Land Plan Commission: Ric Henn (chairman), Andy Olson, Stan Beuthin, Rick Wipperfurth and Jim McSweeny, be reappointed.  The motion was seconded by Boylan and approved 4-0.

Discussion/possible action on 2009 road construction/work and bidding including the Hudson Road Bridge.  Motion by Moore, second by Boylan to approve $5,000 for crack filling to be done by Herrling.  Motion to publish/post the following bid notice:

The Town of Mazomanie is requesting bids for the following roads:

1. Amenda (2.73 miles)- from Cty Road Y to the intersection of Amenda and Beckman 

2. Beckman (1.15 miles from Amenda to Hudson Road)

3. Howard Trail (.43 miles)

4. Mahocker (.3 miles) from Hwy 14 north to Hudson

5. Willoughby (.18 miles)

6. Reuter Road (.25 miles) single seal from Mathewson to the top of the hill, double seal down the hill and including the turn-around.

7. Hudson Road Bridge (at the boundary of the Town and Village of Mazomanie).  The bridge should be crowned (so water runs off it) and leveled with blacktop.

Specifications: (with the exception of Reuter Road and Hudson Road Bridge as noted above)

· Single chip seal with hot oil.  Each road should be bid individually.

· The board will decide which roads based on cost and proximity.

· The board reserves the right to reject any and all bids.

· Sealed bids are due to the Town Clerk by 7:00 p.m., Tuesday, May 12, 2009.

· Bids will be opened at the Town Board Meeting on May 12, 2009.

Discussion/possible action on meeting with the Village of Mazomanie regarding the Hudson Road Sewer line.  There was a consensus among board members to try to get more information by scheduling a joint meeting with the Village.  The proposed date was set as April 23.
Board of Review is May 19 at 7pm.  Open book is April 28 from 4-6.  Motion by Behringer to set Board of Review date as May 19, second by Boylan.  Approved 4-0.  .  Motion by Behringer to set Open Book date as April 28, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve April disbursements by Behringer, second by Moore.
Board Input- ash tree update, public hearing on Dane County Chapter 10 Ordinance Revision—Road Weight limit meeting in Middleton (Behringer will attend) and discussion of process to appoint new member to the board to fill the seat left by Wolf becoming chairman.
