Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting Minutes
May 12, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:02 pm by chairman, Fred Wolf. The Agenda was posted on May 8 and published on May 7, 2009. Present from the board were Chairman Fred Wolf, Supervisors, Dan Behringer, Melody Moore and Ron Boylan, Jan Hake, treasurer and Clerk Maria Van Cleve 

Also present were Dennis Murphy, Bob Pailing, Norm Frakes, Sue Beil, Trina Prchal, Scott Anderson, Tim Kobernik, Kim Lamereaux
Motion to approve the April, 14 2009 meeting minutes by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0

Motion to approve the April 2009 Financial Statement by Moore, second by Boylan.  Approved 4-0
Chairman Fred Wolf asked the board to consider the nomination of Stan Beuthin for the vacant supervisor seat. Motion to appoint Stan Beuthin as supervisor to finish out the term left vacant when Fred Wolf was elected chairman by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.

Stan Beuthin was sworn in as supervisor.
Ron Boylan made a motion to appoint two people, one from the board and one from the Land Plan Commission to serve on a joint commission (along with members from the Village Board and Land Plan Commission) dedicated to open communications between the two governing bodies. The motion was seconded by Moore and approved 5-0. Motion by Behringer to appoint Ron Boylan and Rick Wipperfurth to represent the Town of Mazomanie on this newly formed Commission. Second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0. 

Sheriff’s report: Deputy Frisch reported that:
· Some unknown person lost 12 cows which are currently being housed in Rick Wipperfurth’s barn. 
· 20% of car seats are improperly installed and there will be a free check of this on May 20th.  
· The sheriff’s department will once again sponsor a summer recreation program
· People are going faster on Y.  The sheriff has written some tickets lately.  There will be more traffic on KP with the construction of 14. Resident Tim Kobernik brought up the fact that white and yellow  lines on 19 are in poor condition as is the shoulder on both 19 and Y.

· Beuthin was concerned about the safety of bicycles due to increased traffic on town and county roads because of re-construction of 14.

· As is often noted, several town residents complained that motorcycles are going way too fast on town roads. 
· Arnold Harris noted that the Faga development would add upwards of 2,000 cars/day to traffic flow in and around the Town.  He wondered how much it will cost to hire deputies to deal increased traffic when this is such a problem now.
Opening bids/awarding contract for 2009 road construction.  There were two bids, one

from Fahrner and one from Scott Construction. The Fahrner bid came to $53,834 but did

not include resurfacing of the East Hudson Road Bridge.  The Scott bid (minus the bridge)

was $48,507.  Scott bid $4534 to resurface the bridge. Motion to accept the both bids from

Scott Construction in the amount of $53,042 by Boylan, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve the site plan for construction of a new house for Trina Prchal and Scott Anderson at (6842 Carpenter Road) with the stipulation that the existing trailer must be removed within 90 days after they receive an occupancy permit for the new house by Behringer, second by Boylan.  Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve the site plan for construction of a new house for Nathan Hensen on one of the lots (parcel # 034-0906-353-9870-0) formerly owned by Carl Goodwiler off Hwy 78 by Cedar Hills Campground by Moore, second by Boylan.  Approved 5-0.  Dennis Murphy (the builder) distributed an elevation of the house.
No action on sale of fireworks at Rookies Sports Bar.
Discussion/possible action on resolution from the Village of Mazomanie requesting support of the Faga development. There was wide ranging discussion of this topic:

* Norm Frakes noted that it would be inappropriate to take a stand on the development unless the town  knew exactly what is happening.  He believes that many of the things the village said about the development (like the construction of a grocery store and that the development will ensure the financial stability of the school) may or may not hold true.  Traffic will get worse.  He is not in favor of the development.  
* Arnold Harris said that this is just the beginning of new development in our area. 
* Steffi Harris noted that the CARPC hearing is on June 11. 
* Sue Beil was also against the resolution.  She thinks that the only reason the Village is trying to “communicate” with the town is because they want the board to support the Faga development.  
* Bob Pahling noted that he believes the Village wants to bring the sewer down Hudson Road because then they will be able develop to the North of Hudson Road.  
* Steffi Harris noted that the capacity of the Sewer plant will be over extended.  
* Supervisor Melody Moore said that members of the board are not stupid and are hearing what people say. She thinks communication with the village is a good idea into the future. She said she was offended at the Joint Village/ Board meeting in April.  
* Supervisor Dan Behringer said that personally he’s not in favor of the development but he has heard of people who are.  He believes in landowner’s rights, and thinks people should get to do what they want on their land so the issue is complex for him.  
* Supervisor Ron Boylan noted that he thinks there are a lot of concerns that have not been suitably addressed and he would like to indefinitely postpone action on any resolution of support for the development.

 * Supervisor Stan Beuthin agreed with Ron Boylan
Motion by Boylan to indefinitely postpone action on a resolution of support for the Faga development, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on lowering speed limit on East Hudson Road.  Motion to table this issue until next month by Boylan, second by Behringer.  Approve 5-0.

Approval of Disbursements-
Motion to approve by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0
Board Input

Board of Review is May 19 at 7pm.  There will be some volunteer work days at the village promenade this Saturday and next Saturday planting and beautifying. Behringer noted that the town road weight limit meeting was postponed.  Wolf will set up a meeting with Warren Meyers and Frank, Dean and Scott Construction to discuss the work on the East Hudson Road Bridge.
