Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting Minutes
June 9, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:02 pm by chairman, Fred Wolf. The Agenda was posted on June 5 and published on June 4, 2009. Present from the board were Chairman Fred Wolf, Supervisors, Dan Behringer, Melody Moore and Ron Boylan, Stan Beuthin and Jan Hake, treasurer and Clerk Maria Van Cleve 

Also present were Jerry Olson, Ron Patterson, Ric Henn, Stefi and Arnold Harris, Ron Patterson and Frank Racek
Motion to approve the May 12, 2009 meeting minutes by Behringer, second by Boylan.  Approved 5-0

Motion to approve the May Financial Statement by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Public Input-  None
Motion to approve the addition of approximately 2 acres and rezoning 6092 State Hwy 78 to to RH-2 (Petition # 10087) for Janice and Jerry Olson by Boylan, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.
Ron Boylan talked to Pam Dumphy from the Dane Cty DOT regarding lowering the speed limit on East Hudson Road.  To lower the speed limit the town would have to do a traffic study which would cost approximately $1-2000. Supervisors did not wish to spend the money to undertake a traffic study at this time.  Motion to table this action by Moore, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on further maintenance/repair to the bridge on East Hudson Road.  Wolf handed out a letter from an engineer who noted that the bridge needs more work (to the tune of $32,000) in order to adequately fix its structural problems. The Village doesn’t want to accept the bridge (via annexation) until it has been repaired.  The engineer also stated that the overlay that was going to be undertaken this summer would not adequately fix any problems that the bridge has.  Still the structural integrity of the bridge is good (80.9 out of 100) and there is no real reason to proceed with repairs on the bridge until it’s structural integrity drops to 75 or less, at which point the Town would be eligible for some funding assistance from the state or federal government.  Motion to not do any work on the East Hudson Bridge this summer, that we notify Scott Construction regarding this and that we wait until the bridge is deemed structurally unsound enough to apply for federal and/or state assistance before we undertake any further maintenance by Behringer, second by Boylan.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on renewal of Liquor License for Rookies Sports Bar.  Motion to approve by Moore, second by Boylan.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on renewal of operator’s licenses for Tyffany Atwell, Ashley Mabin, Amelia Reeve, Heather Sipek, Rosaline Halbach, Brian Larson and Joni Jeglum and new operator’s licenses for Charles Boyer and Tyler Morgan.  Motion to approve by Behringer, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.  Regarding operator’s licenses, there was some discussion that the Town has no ordinance in place regarding what is acceptable in terms of violations/arrests.  The clerk was instructed to investigate possible ordinances and to place this item on the agenda in July.
Discussion/possible action on purchase of new sign for Adler’s Landing and new Plexiglas for the memorial there. Motion to replace name sign and plexiglass covering the Memorial at the boat landing for under $475 in a timely manner by Moore, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0. 
Discussion/possible action on appointment of person to fill the vacancy on the Land Plan Commission due to Stan Beuthin’s appointment to the Town Board.  Wolf asked Don Wallace but he can’t do it.  Aaron Otto says he will serve.  Motion to approve the appointment of Aaron Otto to the Land Plan Commission by Boylan, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on appointment of weed commissioner. Motion to appoint Dan Behringer by Moore, second by Boylan.  Approved 5-0. 

Discussion/possible action on amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances regarding permitted signage.   Arnold Harris spoke against this saying that this would destroy the rural nature of the landscape.  Motion to deny amending chapter 10 regarding permitted signage by Boylan, second by Beuthin, Approved 5-0. 
Disbursements- Motion to approve by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
Board Input

Frank thought we should look at the new shoulder on West Hudson Road and request that it be made a little better.  Van Cleve will write a letter to the Village regarding this.
Write a little thank you note to Curtiss Street Bible Fellowship for working at the transfer site. Ask Andy Olson who the kids were.

Behringer asked if Wolf had asked Wipperfurth to serve on the committee with the village.
Moore asked if anyone would be going to the planning meeting on June 30.  We will meet at the town hall at 7pm and car pool together.
Melody handed out a schedule for canoe trips on the lower Wisconsin.

Relay for Life is on June 19 at Wisconsin Heights High School.  And Dan’s 50th Birthday. 
Trader’s Canoe Rental has been sent two notices but has failed to pay to launch their canoes.  Fred will call them and Dan has volunteered to sit at the Landing on the 4th of July and wait for them to launch some canoes and document their non-payment.
Various rides (bicycles and motorcycles) going thru our town Aug 22, June 20 and July 18

-New Tipping fee increase from $6.90 to $13.00 ton, an increase which will cost our town about $2600 extra next year.  Also expected is a decrease in funding for clean sweep and the recycling grant.
Fred got a letter from Sauk Prairie schools inviting us to a dinner.

Kevin Ballweg has been picking up the metal down at the transfer site on a regular basis.  Good job.
