Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 

Minutes 

July 14, 2009
The meeting was called to order at Adler’s Landing on County Y at 7:02 pm by Chairman, Fred Wolf. The agenda was posted on June 13 and published on July 9, 2009. Present from the board were Chairman Fred Wolf, Supervisors, Dan Behringer, Melody Moore and Ron Boylan and Clerk Maria Van Cleve 

Also present were: Jayne Behringer, David Cooper, Dean Faber, Dee Schomel, Ron Patterson
Motion to approve the June 9, 2009 meeting minutes by Moore, second by Boylan.  Approved 4-0

Motion to approve the June, 2009 Financial Statement by Boylan, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.

Public Input- David Cooper from the Depot to Depot Run informed the Town that the Run has been rerouted.  It will be held on August 8 beginning at 8:05 am.  It will go down F, then to Carter Road and then down East Hudson.  There will be no road closure. Cooper was wondering if we could make a pass with the mower before the run.
Meeting on July 30th.  Ric Henn brought up the meeting on July 30th with Dane County Towns and Dane County Zoning. Some people felt that it is time once again to consider a “Transfer of development rights” and to perhaps revisit the Comprehensive Land Plan to see if needs updating and or revision.  This will be placed on the August agenda. 
Discussion/ possible action on donation to Mazomanie 4th of July Fireworks Forever. Motion to donate $600 by Moore, second by Boylan.  Approved 4-0.  
Discussion/ possible action on driveway plan for Dennis Halverson at 10320 Cty Hwy Y. Motion to approve by Behringer, second by Boylan.  Approved 4-0.
Discussion/ possible action on site plan for new home for Ron Adler.  Ron would like to rezone his property too and this should be on the August agenda.   Ron will try to get permission from Dane County Zoning to rezone at the same time he builds his new house.    Motion to approve the site plan for a new home across the road and to the east of his current home at 10152 Carter Road by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Discussion/possible action on Dane County Senior Service loss of case management position funding. Dee Schoumel (director of Northwest Dane Senior Service) noted that the 2010 Dane County budget would eliminate this position.  This is levy money for non-mandated services.  Motion to write a letter in support of retaining the case management position and sending it to the Dane County Supervisors by Boylan, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to table discussion/possible action on ordinance for operator’s license approval until August by Boylan, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Motion by Boylan to sell Town of Mazomanie logo T shirts for $10, polo shirts for $20 and caps for $15.  Second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Fred Wolf updated the Board on Wolf Run Park which will be annexed to the Village probably sometime in the next month.  He also noted that there is a lot of work being done to facilitate the construction of a trail from Middleton to Mazomanie (called the Good Neighbor Trail).  Ken Potter and some students from the University of Wisconsin are going to do some planning work on the Trail.  Fred would like to see the Town donate some money to the organization.  This will be placed on the August agenda.
Motion to approve the July disbursements including a check to Mazomanie Fireworks Forever by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Ron Boylan talked a bit about the first meeting (yet to be scheduled) between the joint Village/Town Committee.  Boylan and Rick Wipperfurth will represent the Town.  Perhaps the two clerks can alternate taking minutes and preparing agendas for the quarterly meetings.
Fred noted that he had called Traders and that they stated that they don’t use the Town Boat Landing very much anymore.  He also wondered if the Town should require conditional use permits for air strips.  Fred cannot attend the Dane County Towns Association meeting but noted that he would like to serve on the committee that looks at the dues structure for the Association.  The clerk will e-mail Julie Gau about this.  Wolf also noted that the Black Earth Joint Fire District intends to do a cost/benefit analysis of combining with the Village of Mazomanie Fire Department.
