Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting Minutes
August 11, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:02 pm by Chairman Fred Wolf. The agenda was posted on August 7 and published on August 5, 2009. Present from the board were Chairman Fred Wolf, Supervisors, Dan Behringer, Melody Moore and Ron Boylan, Stan Beuthin, Clerk Maria Van Cleve and Treasurer Jan Hake

Motion to approve the July 14, 2009 meeting minutes by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve the July, 2009 Financial Statement by Boylan, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.

Public Input- None
Discussion/ possible action on site plan for a 32’ X 60’ pole shed for Eric Schultz on his property east of 10957 Amenda Road (no address yet). Shultz is not ready to proceed on this project.  Motion to table indefinitely by Wolf second by Boylan. Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on site plan for a garage for Theodora Loux at 10423 North Street.  Theodora presented a plan for a 40X60’ building. Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on Dane County Substitute Ordinance Amendment 1 regarding permitted signage.    Motion to approve by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on potential Dane County Ordinance Amendment requiring a certified survey map in the conveyance of property and another potential Chapter 75 amendment adding hydric soils to the criteria for Land Suitability.   The board discussed the hydric soil amendment and felt that in its current form it is far too vague and might potentially limit development on parcels that had ANY hydric soils—even if the parcels were also composed of ground that was perfectly suitable for development. Ron Boylan moved that the clerk write a letter to the county board outlining the town board’s concern with the ordinance amendment and that Fred attend the meeting on Aug 25 to speak against it. The motion was seconded by Behringer and approved 5-0. No action was taken on the amendment requiring a CSM in the conveyance of property.
Discussion/possible action on revisiting/updating the Town of Mazomanie Comprehensive Land Plan- Members of the Board felt that the Town should probably begin reviewing the plan and at It’s September meeting, the Board will consider and agenda and timeline for this process.
Motion to approve an alcohol control ordinance for operator’s license approval by Boylan, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.  The clerk will publish a summary of this in the Sickle and it will become effective after publication.  
Discussion/possible action on donation to the Good Neighbor Trail Organization to aid in planning a multi-use recreational trail between Middleton and Mazomanie.  Fred noted that the Wolf Run Association is different from the Good Neighbor Trail Organization.  The Wolf Run Association is planning trails in the immediate Mazomanie Area. They are mostly around the streams and Lake Marion. Connecting the Village to the High School is a priority. This would be money for planning the park.  The clerk was instructed to put the Wolf Run Association on the agenda in September. 
Motion to approve Disbursements by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
Board Input

Moore says there is a dead elm at the corner of Mathewson/Reuter which should be cut.
Boylan asked about 7A Farms and how the meeting with town residents and the county went.  The main concerns of Town residents regarding the new park were controlling access (proper signage and parking) and the future of agriculture on the property and surrounding lands.
Boylan also noted that the date for the first joint/town village meeting is August 17.  The agenda was forwarded to the board members today. 
Wolf brought up the dues structure at the Dane County Towns Association and thought we should discuss joining the association.  
The Town Hall has sustained some wind damage. We also have some other problems which will have to be looked at.  Maria will look at getting some bids on fixing the problems.
Confirm next board meeting date:  September 15, 2009.  The Land Plan Commission will meet on the 14th.
