October 13, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:01 pm by Chairman Fred Wolf. The agenda was posted on October 9 and published on October 8, 2009. Present from the board were Chairman Fred Wolf, Supervisors; Dan Behringer, Melody Moore, Ron Boylan (late) and Stan Beuthin, Clerk Maria Van Cleve and Treasurer Jan Hake 
Others attending:  Ron Patterson
Motion to approve the September 15, 2009 meeting minutes by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.

Motion to approve the September, 2009 Financial Statement by Moore, second by Beuthin.  Approved 4-0.

Public Input:  Patterson would like to have a speed bump on the dump road.

Discussion/Possible Action on an ordinance to reduce the speed limit on east Hudson Road. Motion to table until Boylan arrives by Beuthin, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.

Discussion/Possible Action on agreement for future annexation of the East Hudson Road Bridge at the boundary between the Town and the Village.  There was discussion about provision 9 in the contract which states that the Town approves the Hudson Road Sewer Extension.  Board members felt this stipulation had nothing to do with the annexation and maintenance agreement of the East Hudson Road Bridge. Motion: to deny the East Hudson Road Bridge maintenance agreement due to number 9 and to revisit the issue next month if there is a response from the Village, by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.

Discussion/possible action on Dane County Ordinance Amendment 21 related to additional farm residences.  Board members discussed this amendment but chose to wait until a recommendation from the planning committee at their November meeting. Motion to table until the meeting in November by Behringer, second by Beuthin. Approved 4-0.  
Discussion/Possible Action on keeping the boat landing open in winter. No action was taken on this issue.
Ron Boylan arrived at 7:40 p.m.

Report on process of Comprehensive Land Plan update.  Van Cleve noted that there is a meeting at the Town of Springfield at 7pm on Thursday where Vanderwall and Associates will outline the process for a land plan revision.  There is also a meeting on December 1 with the Board, the Land Plan and Curt Codl from Dane County Zoning.  Beuthin moved to set the agenda meeting for the December 1 meeting at the Planning Committee on November 2 (with the board in attendance at 7:30), second by Moore. Approved 5-0.

Motion to return to the discussion on reducing the speed limit on Hudson Road, by Behringer, second by Moore. Approved 5-0.  
Boylan moved that the Town approve an ordinance pursuant to s. 349.11
