Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 

Minutes 

November 10, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7 pm by Chairman Fred Wolf. The agenda was posted on November 6, 2009 and published on November 5, 2009. Present from the board were Chairman Fred Wolf, Supervisors; Dan Behringer, Melody Moore, Ron Boylan and Stan Beuthin, Clerk Maria Van Cleve and Treasurer Jan Hake 

Others attending:  Ron Patterson.
Motion to approve the October 13, 2009 meeting minutes by Moore, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve the October, 2009 Financial Statement by Behringer, second by Boylan.  Approved 5-0.

Public Input.  None
Discussion/possible action for driveway permit for Walter Kirch on Dunlap Hollow.  Fred and Frank went out and looked at this site which is located on Dunlap Hollow, about 500’ from the Roxbury Town Line.  It is a bit marshy but since Walter only wants to put in a field road, they thought it could be done. Fred will issue a culvert permit. Motion to approve the driveway permit by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.

Discussion/possible action on driveway permit for 7A Farms County Park.  This driveway (and parking area) will be built at the first 90 degree turn on Amenda Road off of Hwy Y.  The land is very flat and sandy.  No culvert is required.  Motion to approve a driveway permit for this parking lot by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action for rezone for two lots for Fred Wolf off of Wolf Road.
Wolf recused himself from the board for this discussion. Behringer chaired the discussion.  Wolf presented a CSM for two building lots for his sons off Wolf Road.  The two lots are both approximately 3 acres in size.  He has petitioned to rezone them from A1-ex to RH-1. Motion to approve petition # 10124 to rezone two lots from A1-ex to RH-1 by Boylan, second by Beuthin.  Approved 4-0.  
Motion by Behringer to approve a resolution for the Board to assume the responsibility of the treasurer for collection of 2009 taxes.  Second by Boylan.  Approved 5-0.

Discussion/possible action on Dane County Ordinance Amendment 21 regarding conditional use permit for additional housing units on A1-Ex Lands.  This was discussed at the last meeting – the Land Plan Commission approved of this amendment at the November 2 meeting.  Motion to approve OA21 by Beuthin, second by Boylan.  Approved 5-0.
Approval of election inspectors for the 2010-2011 election cycle. The clerk presented a list of election inspectors to the board. Motion to approve the group which included many experienced inspectors and 6 new inspectors by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
Approval of contract with Equity Appraisal for assessment services for 2010 for $6,600 by Boylan, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
Approval of contract with ESS for maintenance of the Automark voting machine.

Motion to approve the silver plan (one maintenance visit every 2 years for 4 years at $220/year by Boylan, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on scholarships for graduating seniors.  Van Cleve presented a tentative proposal which the board discussed and made some changes to.  There was a motion by Moore and a second by Beuthin to approve the following language in advertising the scholarship on the town web site, in the tax letter, and with area school counselors so that resident graduating high-school seniors are aware of this program:

Town of Mazomanie Scholarship for graduating high school seniors 

Beginning in the spring of 2010, The Town of Mazomanie will make up to $1000 available for scholarships to graduating Town of Mazomanie resident high school seniors who are pursuing post secondary educational opportunities.
The Town Board will appoint a committee to review scholarship applicants and the Board will accept the judgment of the committee as to who the recipients should be and the amount that shall be awarded.  The Board instructs the committee to take the following factors into account when awarding scholarships from the Town.
1. First and foremost, the scholarship must go to a town resident.
2. The student should have maintained a 3.0 (or better) grade point average during his/her junior and senior years.
3. Preferably, the student is NEITHER valedictorian or salutorian in his/her class.
4. Preference should be given to students who have exhibited civic-mindedness, either thru community service or employment.
5. The student should be continuing his/her education either at an accredited college or technical school.
While the Town will notify the student of the scholarship at an awards ceremony in the spring (at the annual meeting) the Town will not actually disburse the money to the student until he/she has successfully completed his/her first semester of post-secondary study and maintained at least a 2.5 grade average during that term.  When the student finishes his/her first term, he/she should send a copy of his/her transcript to the Town and the Town will then disburse the scholarship money directly to the student. Motion approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on raise for Transfer site supervisor.  Motion to raise the site superintendent wage from $10.50 to $11.00/hour effective Jan 1, 2010 by Boylan, second by Moore. Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on fee charged for a culvert/driveway permit.  Motion to raise culvert permit fee from $10 to $50 effective Jan 1, 2010 by Behringer, second by Boylan.  Approved 5-0.  Discussion of fees charged to individuals that require a site visit due to the complexity of their driveway plan will be included during the revision of the comprehensive land plan.
Motion to approve the November disbursements by Boylan, second by Behringer, Approved 5-0. 
Board Input:

Stan noted that he, Fred and Maria attended a meeting on the new Ag preservation rules.  The training course was offered by the Wisconsin Towns Association in October.   
Fred updated the board on Frank’s plan for retirement. Racek intends to continue working until the spring of 2011.

It was noted that there have been some instances of damage to the town roads by some town residents.  The clerk will write a letter to the offending parties instructing them to cease their current practices or the town will fix/clean up after them and charge them for it. 
Boylan wanted to know if anyone wanted him to bring up any issues for the November 16 meeting between the village and the town.
Confirm meeting schedule- Town Meeting to adopt the annual budget on Nov 17, 2009, at 7pm, Board mtg. follows. Joint mtg. with Land Plan, December 1, 2009 at 7pm.  Regular Board: December 8, 2009 at 7pm.
