The meeting was called to order at 7 pm by Chairman Fred Wolf. The agenda was posted and published on December 4, 2009. Present from the board were Chairman Fred Wolf, Supervisors; Dan Behringer, Melody Moore, Ron Boylan and Stan Beuthin, Clerk Maria Van Cleve and Treasurer Jan Hake

Motion to approve the November 2, 10, 17 and December 2, 2009 meeting minutes by Moore, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0.

Motion to approve the November, 2009 Financial Statement by Boylan, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.

Public Input.   Wolf noted that Rick Henn will retire from the Land Plan Commission at the end of the year.

Discussion/possible action on conditional use permit for Dennis Kirch for horse boarding on Shower Road.  The conditional use permit was approved by the Land Plan Commission.  It was noted that essentially Kirch has been boarding horses at this location for years and is just now formalizing this.  Since there was no specific CUP number from Dane County no action was taken at this time.  
Discussion/possible action of splits (homesites) from the Carl Goodwiler Farm on Dunlap Hollow Road.  Goodwiler was satisfied with the discussion at the Land Plan Commission on December 7 where he was told that the town did not round up splits, and that he only had two remaining splits on his farm NOT 3.  He did not attend the meeting.
Discussion/possible action on site plans for two new homes on land belonging to Dennis Halverson near 10318 Cty Hwy Y (Parcel # 034-0906-281-8065-0).  The property is Lots 1 and 2 of CSM 10294. Dennis will probably haul in two houses that were flooded last year in Spring Green. Motion to approve by Behringer, second by Beuthin. Approved  5-0. 
Information/discussion/possible action on county wide assessment Van Cleve updated the board on the situation.  
Discussion/possible action county-wide interoperable radio system.  The question is whether or not to sign a letter of intent. If the Town signs it will agree to be a part of this system and to accept annual fees imposed by the county beginning in 2013.  Motion by Moore to sign, second by Behringer. 4-0-1. Boylan abstained. 
Discussion/possible action on hiring Curt Kodl to do a preliminary review of the Comprehensive Land Plan. Motion to do a preliminary review of the Plan at a fee not to exceed $500 by Boylan, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
Board Input:

Fred will not be at the meeting in January. 
Wolf Run Association will be having a meeting would like to use the town hall in Feb and March.

There was some discussion of site plan approval process in lieu of the fact that it seems that Dane County will not require landowners in the Town to have one before approving a zoning permit.  It was noted however that the Town will require Vierbacher to see one before issuing a building permit.  

Motion to approve disbursements for December by Beuthin, second by Ron Boylan. Approved 5-0.
