Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 
Minutes

September 15, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:02 pm by Chairman Fred Wolf. The agenda was posted on September 11 and published on September 10, 2009. Present from the board were Chairman Fred Wolf, Supervisors, Dan Behringer, Melody Moore, Ron Boylan and Stan Beuthin (late), Clerk Maria Van Cleve and Treasurer Jan Hake 
Others attending:  Ron Adler, Scott Stokes (Wolf Run Association)
Motion to approve the August 11, 2009 meeting minutes by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.

Motion to approve the August 2009 Financial Statement by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.

Public Input- Question? Would it be possible to keep the boat landing open (plowed) year round? Put this issue on the agenda in October.
Sheriff’s Report:  Deputy Frisch reported that there were lots of calls for service since June (including a few domestic incidents, one burglary and one battery) but nothing major. The summer recreation program went very well. The sheriff’s office also hosted a Nite Out Program for Rio Valley and at Wisconsin Heights High School. They went well.  
Discussion/possible action on rezone petitions 10096 and 10097 for Ron Adler at 10152 Carter Road, creating a 2.51 acre home site, a .47 acre ag business site, a 3.01 acre site for the current home and a 29.19 acre field to the south of Carter Road.  There has been no change to this request since the board approved it in July, but the county required a rezone so the Board is approving rezone petitions at this meeting. Motion to approve petitions 10096 and 10097 by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0
Discussion/possible action on Dane County Ordinance Amendment 16 regarding maintaining grades at lot lines. This amendment would require that there be no change to grades within 5 feet of the property line. It hopes to address the issue of increased runoff between properties due to construction.  The Land Plan Commission approved this amendment at their meeting on September 14.  Motion to approve by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0. 
Motion to table the Wolf rezone by Boylan, second by Moore. Approved 5-0.

Discussion/possible action on donation to Wolf Run Association for the purpose of planning multi-use trails in and around the Town of Mazomanie.  Scott Stokes presented a map showing possible routes for trails in and around Mazomanie particularly from the Village to the High School. The Wolf Run Association  is a 501c3 non profit, Scott Stokes president, Sue Dietzen, secretary/treasurer—in the future Fred Wolf noted that a person from the Wolf family will also sit on the executive committee.  Fred hopes many different local people will be involved in creating the trail.)  The Association would like to hire Ken Potter and Steve Born (professors of environmental planning and land use from the UW) and 10 graduate students to do a study on the feasibility/and other environmental concerns surrounding the various trail options. There has to be a study done on options and then potentially a grant can be written to fund a multiuse trail. Motion by Moore to donate $500 to the Wolf Run Association to help pay for the environmental engineering study of the new trail system and to revisit the issue of further donations in 2010 at budget time.  Second by Boylan.   Approved 4-0.  Wolf abstained. Make the check out the Wolf Run Association and send the check to the Village Office. 
Discussion/possible action on purchase of a new firetruck chassis in 2009.  The other communities in the fire district do not have the cash available to do this so there is really no decision to make at this time.  Ron Boylan brought up the idea of consolidation of the Village and Black Earth Joint Fire District but at this time there has been no progress made on this issue.
Set schedule for budget meetings.  Budget work meeting on Oct 20 at 7 and October 27 if necessary.  November 10 is regular board meeting and November 17 is the budget public hearing at 7 pm followed by a board meeting to adopt the budget.
Motion to approve the disbursements by Behringer, second by Boylan. Approved 5-0.
Board Input

Behringer:  From the EMS budget meeting- The 2010 budget is done and everything is pretty much the same as last year. Behringer asked about building maintenance issues and Maria stated that Frank will get Wick to give an estimate on solutions to the various problems.  Behringer also asked what became of the Dane County Ordinance regarding hydric soils. (The clerk will look into this).He also asked about a letter from Kathleen Falk regarding the interoperable radio system for Dane County.  Boylan explained that the county will pick up the tab the first year and the Town of Mazo will be responsible for $2592 for years 2 (beginning in 2012) and 3 of the program and then be reassessed every couple of years (if the program passes)  
Moore:  Brought up the revision of the Land Plan.  The Board set a meeting for Dec 1 at 7pm to begin discussing revision of the land plan.
Boylan:  Wild West days was successful.  The town/village committee met.  They talked about the Hudson road speed limit which will be on the agenda in October
Wolf: talked about the fire budget.  Town of Mazo pays 25% of the Joint Fire District expenses.
