Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 
Minutes
FEBRUARY 09, 2010
Chairman Fred Wolf called the meeting to order at 7:01 pm. The agenda was posted on February 5 and published on February 4, 2010. Present from the board were Supervisors: Dan Behringer, Melody Moore and Ron Boylan, Clerk Maria Van Cleve and Treasurer Jan Hake 

Others attending:  Ron Patterson, Neil Schlough
Motion to approve the January 12, 2010 meeting minutes by Moore, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.

Motion to approve the January 2010 financial report with receipts of 425,305.58 and disbursements of 752,628.53, voiding of a check for 34.29, leaving a total of $655,393.03 in town funds by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.

Public Input: Mary Pasholk and Billie Mills from 10502 Old Y (they did not attend the meeting but called the clerk regarding this issue) are interested in selling some art, bait and lures this summer at the Mills property. They wanted to know if they needed board approval or if they could just have an occasional “garage sale.” The board thinks it should be on the agenda next month. Mary lives in Wausau and if she can’t attend the meeting she can submit a written request/plan to the board.
The board reviewed the annual report which will be presented to the Town at the annual meeting including comparisons between income and expenses in 2008-2009.  Motion to approve the 2009 Annual Financial Report by Boylan, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to appoint Ron Adler, Stan Beuthin and Maria Van Cleve to a committee to select students to receive Town of Mazomanie Scholarships by Boylan, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.

Motion to approve the final Plat for Northview Estates (off Carter Road) for Janice Faga by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Report/discussion/possible action on electronic recycling. Maria updated the board on various electronic recycling options.  There is nothing available at this point but there will be programs coming soon.  
Report/discussion/possible action on DOT’s future plan for rerouting Hwy 14.  The board reviewed three strategies that the DOT is considering for rerouting Highway 14 by the High School thru the intersection of Hwy 78. Neil Schlough spoke in favor of a stop light at the 78/14 intersection. One strategy for refiguring 14 (A) is a no-build/no change option.  Two other options (B and C) would radically change the road cutting either to the north of the current road and cutting out the curve or cutting to the south and doing the same thing—Board members felt that both options B and C were extremely wasteful of land as well as seeming extraordinarily expensive (especially in light of the fact that Hwy 14 has just been resurface and “reconfigured” at the Hwy 78 intersection.  Boylan moved that the clerk write a comment to the DOT to support strategy A (no build) and also note that a stop light at the intersection of 78 and 14 would be favored by the Town.  There was a second by Moore. Approved 4-0.
Board Input- Maria should make reservations for the District meeting in the Dells on March 6, for Stan, Fred, Melody, Maria and Dan.  Stan will drive. Meet at the town hall at 7:30 am.  
Boylan noted that there is a meeting of the joint village/town committee on February 15.  He wanted to know if anyone had any items for the agenda.  Fred mentioned that he would like the committee to begin discussions regarding the consolidation of the Black Earth Joint Fire District and the Village of Mazomanie Fire Department.  Another agenda item should be Lake Marion, the dam, the reconfiguration/restoration of the creek and how this is all going to come about.  Fred feels that the Village and Town need to work together so the project is successful.  Fred reviewed various plans for reconfiguring/restoring the creek and plans for some walking paths.  There will be several community wide meetings on this topic. The first is March 4, 2010 at 6:30pm at the Community Building. A second meeting will be on April 29th at 7pm at Wisconsin Heights High School.
Fred asked for an update on interoperable radios and Boylan (who is working on this project at the county level) said that the whole issue is currently up in the air and noted that there was nothing final to report at this time.  Wolf noted that everyone should read the February Wisconsin Towns Association magazine. Maria was instructed to purchase the informational packet from the Wisline program on land planning and to send the minutes  of this meeting to Sue Dietzen so she can prepare the agenda for the joint Town/Village Meeting.
Motion to approve disbursements by Boylan, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
The next board meeting is March 9, 2010- 7pm.  The District meeting is March 6 beginning at 8am.  
The meeting was adjourned at 9:05pm.
