Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 

Minutes

November 9, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 7:02 pm by Chairman Fred Wolf.   Present were the Chairman, Supervisors, Dan Behringer and Stan Beuthin, Clerk Maria Van Cleve and Treasurer Jan Hake.  The meeting was published on Nov 4 and posted on Nov 5, 2010. 

Motion to approve the October 12, 2010 meeting minutes, by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0.

Motion to approve the October 2010 financial report by Behringer, second by Beuthin.  Approved 3-0.

Public Input:  None
Discussion/possible action on bathroom addition to 3 season cabin for Peter Thurlow, 10476 Laws Drive. Thurlow presented a plan for a new bathroom. The Plan Commission approved this addition.  It is only 11 feet from the lot line and the setback is 10 feet. Board members caution Thurlow to be absolutely sure that his measurements were correct. Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0.
Discussion/possible action rezoning a 2 acre building site in preparation for selling a 35 acre parcel for Carl Goodwiler. Noah Prieve, acting on behalf of Goodwiler, would like this issue tabled until December.  Motion to table by Behringer second by Beuthin.  Approved 3-0.
Discussion/possible action on rezoning a portion of parcel #0806-183-90004 (located at the Iowa county line immediately north of Hwy 14 owned by Betty Linley.  Linley did not attend the meeting (she did attend the Plan Commission on Nov 2).  She will get back to the board when she is ready to proceed with her rezone. Motion to table by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0.
Amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances (#16) regarding definitions of agricultural uses and revisions to the A-4 small lot agricultural district.  The Land Plan Commission approved this revision to A-4 zoning which further delineates distinctions.  Motion to adopt by Behringer, second by Beuthin.  Approved 3-0. 
Amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances (#17) regarding the adult entertainment overlay district. The Land Plan Commission approved this revision.  Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0.
Update/Discussion/possible action on transfer site processes/vendors.  Cost analysis by Veolia, (new owners of Green Valley, the previous vendor) was flawed.  They stated that current service for the Town costs $3433.91/month and listed a proposed “savings” plan for $3154/month. In reality current service runs about $2800/month, so there seemed no reason to “update” to a more expensive option. Motion to table by Behringer, second by Beuthin.  Maria will talk to Veolia about putting newspaper and cardboard into one bin.
Discussion/possible action on permanent ordinance for the board to assume responsibility of the treasurer for tax collection.  Motion to adopt the ordinance by Behringer, second by Beuthin.  Approved 3-0.
Discussion/possible action on amending the employee handbook to pay EITHER all of a single health insurance policy or ½ of a family policy for a ½ time employee.

Van Cleve presented a plan that will save the Town approximately 20% on her health insurance premiums in 2011 if this amendment is passed. Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0.
Discussion/possible action on complete revaluation of the town in 2011 by Equity Appraisal.  Equity Appraisal presented 2 plans.  The first, for a re-val in 2011 for $18,000, the second for the same re-val in 2012 for $21,000.  The Town is currently out of compliance in 2 out of 3 assessment categories, including commercial and lands.  Residential is NOT out of compliance but since it has been at least six years since a total re-val, and since much has happened in the entire real estate situation due to the down turn in the economy it was felt that inequities in valuation may have occurred. There is money in 2011 budget for the re-val. Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0.
Discussion/possible action on pay raise for election inspectors.  Van Cleve presented information from other area clerks describing pay and benefits for election inspectors. Upon consideration it was felt that the Town’s wages were in-line. Motion to keep the pay at $8 by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0.
Discussion/possible action on .50/hour pay raise for Frank Racek.  The board noted the excellence of service by Racek and also expressed their appreciation for Frank’s decision to accept comp-time instead of overtime, which saves the town approximately $5,000 year. Motion to raise Franks wage .50/hour as of Jan 1, 2011 by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0.
Discussion/possible action on comprehensive land plan update. What’s next ? The Board agreed that a joint meeting with the Land Plan Commission (after they finished their regular meeting on Dec. 6) would be a better time to discuss this issue.  Board members will come around 7:30 on December 6 to discuss this issue.
Motion to approve the November disbursements by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0.
Board Input:  The Town received a request to donate to the new Ruth Culver library in Prairie du Sac. Van Cleve will place this on the agenda next month.
Confirm upcoming meetings: Budget hearing: Nov 16.  Board meeting Dec 6 (joint with land plan) and December 14 (regular board meeting).
