Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 
Minutes
May 11, 2010
Chairman Fred Wolf called the meeting to order at 7:00pm. The agenda was posted on May 7, 2010 and published May 6, 2010. Present from the board were Supervisors: Dan Behringer, Melody Moore and Ron Boylan, Stan Beuthin, Clerk Maria Van Cleve and Treasurer Jan Hake 
Others attending:  Ron Patterson, Rick and Jean Rip, Rep from Fahrner Construction, Frank Racek and Rick Wipperfurth.
Motion to approve the April 13, 2010 meeting minutes with a few spelling mistakes corrected by Beuthin, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0.  
Motion to approve the April, 2010 financial report with receipts of $19,484.18 and disbursements of 31,905.46 leaving a total of 332,047.28 in town funds by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.

No public input.
Rick and Jean Ripp presented a site plan for a new house on Lots 1 and 2 of property formerly owned by John Beuthin off Beuthin Road (no address yet).  The Ripps own 32 acres all together. There are no setback problems and while their proposed house will be high in the hills, it will come off an already installed shared driveway.  The clerk needs to make sure that a copy of the shared driveway agreement is on file at the town hall.  The Ripps will need to get a culvert permit from Wolf.  Move to approve the proposed site plan by Behringer, second by Boylan. Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on letter to Dane County Land Conservation regarding maintenance of ditches in the 7A Farms property. The Clerk presented a draft letter (arising from a motion at the annual meeting) asking that the Board be notified and a public hearing held if there was any plan to alter the ditches on the 7A Farms property which help drain the surrounding lands.  The Board requested that the County act as good neighbors and maintain the ditches.  After input from Board members, the letter also stipulated that the Town be notified if any of the ditches had been transferred to the DNR and requested a reply to the letter by July 15, 2010. Motion by Boylan to approve the letter as amended, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion possible action on revising the budget so $10-12K is allotted for repair of the big tractor. Motion to discuss table this until after opening the road bids by Moore, second by Boylan. Approved 5-0.
Opening bids and discussion/possible action on summer road construction.  There were two bids for seal coating Carter, Dunlap, Miller, Beuthin and Mint Roads.  
Scott’s bid was $62,045—Fahrner’s bid was $65,319.  The roads were bid individually as follows: Scott’s bid is first, Farhner’s bid is second.  Carter: $20765--$21631.  Dunlap Hollow: $24222-$25354.  Meier: $3515--$4515.  Miller: $2745--$2554.  Beuthin: $7473-- $7566.  Mint: $3325--$3700.  The discussion of road construction and how to pay for the tractor repair was rolled into one.  It was noted that the Town will be facing some serious expenses in the next year (new fire truck and possible revaluation of Town residential property) and that taking money from reserves might not be the best idea.  Motion by Moore to accept Scott bid with the exception of Carter Road, to put Carter on the list first for 2011 and to use the rest of the money allocated in the budget for transportation for repair of the tractor and crack filling. The motion was seconded by Beuthin and approved 5-0. 
Discussion possible action on crack filling budget/contractor. The cost of repairing the tractor was unknown at the time of the Board meeting so Behringer moved to table the decision on how much to spend on crack filling until June. Second by Boylan.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on sale of old mower.  The old mower has been unused for 5 years so Racek suggested that we sell it. It is 5 feet wide, has a three point hitch and runs off a tractor’s PTO.  It’s a ditch bank mower. Motion to sell the mower, put an ad in the paper and put the mower at the dump for public inspection, by Moore, second by Behringer.  The bids will be opened at next months board meetings. Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on operators license for Michelle Jahn. Ron Boylan did a background check on her that revealed no problems.  Motion to approve the license by Behringer, second by Boylan. Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on new vendor for the transfer site. Motion to get a quote from from Green Valley and to table the discussion until  the June Board meeting by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
Appointment of members of the Land Plan Commission.  Wolf talked to everyone on the Commission who is already serving and they will continue.  Since the Commission is currently one member short, Wolf would like to add Don Wallace to the roster. Motion to appoint, Jim McSweeny, Rick Wipperfurth, Andy Olson, Aaron Otto and Don Wallace and that the Commission select their own chairman by Wolf, second by Boylan.  Approved 5-0.
Approval of Disbursements, Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Upcoming meetings:  -- Board of Review, May 18, 6 pm. Next Board Meeting is June 8.
Board Input- Ron Boylan- Town Village Communication meeting is 5/17.  What is the position of the Town on an unsewered development by Janice Faga?  What about development on Mathewson? Does the Village have a plan for that?  As a general rule could we make some sort of agreement on annexation?  Put the Faga development on the agenda next month.
Behringer went to the meeting at the Village on the Faga development.  They asked for lots of information and plans about holding tanks.  There was no vote in favor of unsewered development, just for getting more information on it.
Van Cleve suggested we think of a revaluation ($30,000 next year) also that we add snow stoppers to the roof of the Town Hall to help stem additional damage to the gutters.
Wolf noted that the new fire engine has been ordered.  International chassis has been bought from Rosenbauer out of South Dakota.  It costs $322,000- for the whole truck and the Town will be responsible for around 28% of that cost.  
The meeting was adjourned at 8:45pm.
